ICS, IMO Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi’nin (MEPC) Kritik Toplantisinda
Armatérlerin Goriislerini Temsil Etmistir

ICS, Londra/Ingiltere’de 18-22 Nisan 2016 tarihlerinde yapilan IMO MEPC’nin kritik toplantisina bazi
goriigler sunmustur. Bu goriislerde; sektdriin CO» emisyonlarimin azaltilmas: icin daha ¢ok &nlem
alinmasi, IMO Balast Suyu Y6netimi Konvansiyonu’nun yiiriirliige girmesiyle birlikte yasanabilecek
onemli sorunlar ve 2020 yilinda gemilerde % 0,5 siilfiir oranina sahip yakitlarin kullanilip
kullanilmayacagina iliskin olarak gecikmeksizin bir IMO karari alinmasinin gerekli oldugu konularina
deginilmektedir.

CO; Veri Toplama Sistemi

ICS en &nemli nceliginin yeni bir kiiresel CO; veri toplama sisteminin miimkiin oldugunca yakin
zamanda IMO tarafindan olusturulmasinin saglanmasina yardimci olmak oldugunu belirtmektedir.
Bdylece ilave CO; azaltim 6nlemlerinde olasi iyilestirmelerin yapilmasi saglanacaktir.

ICS Genel Sekreteri Peter Hinchliffe “Halen MEPC’nin dniinde olan veri kiiresel sistemi; dncelikle yakit
tiiketimi ve CO: emisyonlari ile ilgilenen ve bundan dolay: ilave bilgi toplamak isteyen (6rnegin
tagimacilik isleri) hiikiimetler arasinda uygulanabilir bir uzlasma konusudur.” diye aciklamada
bulunmustur.

ICS, MEPC toplantisinda herhangi bir ilerleme kaydedilmemesinin, uluslararasi denizcilik aleyhine tek
yanl bir faaliyet gelistirilmesine sebep olmasindan endise etmektedir. AB, halihazirda gemiler kaynakli
emisyonlari izleme, raporlama ve dogrulama (Monitoring, Reporting and Verification-MRYV) ile ilgili
bolgesel bir diizenlemeyi kabul etmistir. Bu diizenleme, IMO tarafindan kabul edilmek iizere olanlar
icin halen farkli 6l¢iiler kullanmaktadir. Avrupa Komisyonu’nun gériiniirdeki niyeti, her bir geminin
zorunlu operasyonel verimlilik indeksinin, ICS’in ciddi piyasa aksakliklarina yol agacagini sdyledigi,
bolgesel bir sistem haline getirilmesidir.

ICS CO veri toplama sisteminin bir an 6nce kabul edilmesi ile ilgili gériise, BIMCO ve Intercargo ile
birlikte destek vermistir.

CO; Azaltim Taahhiidii

ICS toplantiya verdigi ayri bir goriisiinde; iklim degisikligi ile ilgili Paris Anlasmasi’na, sektdr adina
CO; azaltimi igin IMO tarafindan “IMO Olarak Belirlenmig Katki Niyeti” hazirlanmasi seklinde radikal
bir &neri ile karsilik vermistir. Bu &neri, hiikiimetlerin ulusal ekonomileri igin hazirladiklar1 ancak
uluslararasi tasimaciligin dahil edilmedigi “Niyet Edilen Ulusal Olarak Belirlenmis Katkilar: (Intended
National Determined Contributions-INDCs)” ya da taahhiitleri yansitacaktir.

Bununla birlikte ICS, Paris Anlasmasi’nin kiiresel ekonominin denizciligin de dahil oldugu farkli
taraflari igin farkli hizlarda karbonsuzlasma saglanmasi gerekliligini kabul ettigini ve uluslararasi
denizciligin gelismis ekonomilerle ayni seviyede CO; taahhiidiinde bulunmasinin beklenmemesi
gerektigini vurgulamigtir. ICS, tiyesi olan ulusal armatérler birliklerinin, béyle IMO taahhiitlerinin neye
yol acabilecegi hususunda MEPC’nin bir sonraki dénem toplantisinda tartisilmak iizere fikir
gelistirdigini belirtmektedir.



Balast Suyu Konvansiyonu

IMO Balast Suyu Konvansiyonu heniiz yiriirliige girmemistir, ancak biiyiik ihtimalle 2017 yilindan
Once yiiriirlige girecektir. ICS, IMO MEPC toplantisinin, bazi $nemli uygulama konularinin ele
alinmasi yoniinde ilerleme gosterecegini umut etmektedir. Bu konu armatérierin kurmasi gerekecek
pahali yeni aritma sistemleri i¢in IMO tip onay1 Kilavuzu giincellemesinin, bu sistemlerin daha dayanikli
hale getirilmesi ve bdylece Liman Devleti Kontrolii idarelerinin taleplerini yerine getirmek igin
ekipmanin gergekten ¢alistigina armatdrlerin giiven duymasi amaciyla revizyonun sonuglandirilmasini
icermektedir.

INTERTANKO ile birlikte verilen bir goriiste ICS, Konvansiyonu'nun yiiriirliige girmesinin, yeni
aritma sistemlerinin kurulmas: i¢in gerekli tersane kapasitesi yetersizligi sebebiyle gemi isletmecilerine
biiylik zorluk ¢ikaracagini agiklamistir. ICS, birgok armatériin aritma sistemlerinin tam olarak uyumlu
kabul edilip edilmeyecegi hususundaki belirsizlik nedeniyle ekipmanin kurulumunu anlasilir bi¢imde
geciktirdigini belirtmistir. Daha 6nceki bir IMO kararina karsi, mevcut IMO Kilavuzuna gore onayli
aritma sistemlerini iyi niyetle ilk olarak kuranlarin cezalandirilmamasi ile ilgili bir on kosul (ihtiraz
kaydi) koyan ABD tarafindan bu belirsizlik arttirilmistir.

Ayrica ICS, ABD tarafindan kabul edilen farkli onay yontemlerinin yarattifi problemler ve IMO
Kilavuzunun, &zellikle “uygun olmayan (non-viable)” deniz organizmalarinin ne oldugunun
tanimlanmasi ve ultraviyole sistemlerin onayi i¢in kullanilan test metotlarinin tanimlanmasi hususunda
miimkiin oldugunca ABD yaklasimi ile uyumlu hale getirilmesi gerekliligi hakkinda hiikiimetlere
aciklamada bulunacaktir.

IMO Siilfiir Emisyonu Ust Simir1 (Sulphur Cap) Hakkindaki Erken Karar

MARPOL Sézlesmesi, 2020 yilinda gemilerin yakit i¢eriginin, Emisyon Kontrol Alanlar1 diginda
% 0,5’den fazla olmamasim gerektirmektedir. Ancak uygun yakit imkanlari ile ilgili mevcut durumda
IMO tarafindan yiriitiilen ¢aligmanin sonucuna bagh olarak erteleme ihtimalini 2025 yilina kadar agik
birakmaktadir.

ICS’in INTERTANKO ile birlikte verdigi goriiste; ICS, IMO Uye Devletleri’nden, Ekim 2016°daki
gelecek oturumunda kiiresel siilfiir emisyonu iist sinirinin 2020°de uygulanip uygulanmayacagi ile ilgili
olarak kesin bir karar verilmesini istemistir.

Peter Hinchliffe “Uygun yakitin maliyetinin, birgok geminin mevcut durumda kullandid1 agir yakittan
(residual fuel) % 50 daha fazla olmasi ihtimali nedeniyle bu karar énemli olacaktir.” demistir. “IMO
tarafindan kararlagtirilan tarih ne olursa olsun, gemi isletmecileri ve petrol rafinerileri hazirlik igin
miimkiin oldugunca daha fazla siireye ihtiyag duyacaktir. Rafineri endiistrisinin, uygun yakitin yeterli
miktarlarda ulasilabilir olmasini saglamak i¢in 6nemli kararlar almas: gerekecektir. Armatérlerin ise gaz
yikayicilar (scrubbers) veya LNG gibi alternatif uygunluk mekanizmalarina yatirim yapilip yapilmamasi
ile ilgili 6nemli kararlar i¢in zamana ihtiyaglari olacaktir.”

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ICS REPRESENTING SHIPOWNER INTERESTS AT CRITICAL IMO MARINE ENVIRONMENT

PROTECTION COMMITTEE (MEPC) MEETING

The International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) has made a number of submissions to a critical meeting
of the IMO Marine Environment Committee (MEPC) which begins in London next week (18-22 April).
These address further measures to reduce the sector’s CO2 emissions, outstanding problems with
the implementation of the IMO Ballast Water Management Convention, and the need for an
immediate IMO decision on whether or not ships will have to use 0.5% sulphur fuel in 2020.

CO2 Data Collection System

ICS says its immediate priority is to help ensure that the new global CO2 data collection system is
adopted by IMO as soon as possible. This will then facilitate the possible development of additional
CO2 reduction measures.

ICS Secretary General, Peter Hinchliffe explained “The data global system now before the MEPC is a
workable compromise between governments primarily interested in data on fuel consumption and
CO2 emissions and those that wish to collect additional information, for example on so called
transport work.”

ICS fears that any failure by the MEPC meeting to make progress could result with unilateral action
against international shipping. The European Union has already adopted a regional regulation on the
monitoring reporting and verification (MRV) of individual ship emissions. This currently uses
different metrics to those about to be adopted by IMO. The apparent intention of the European
Commission is to develop this into a regional system of mandatory operational efficiency indexing of
individual ships, which ICS says will lead to serious market distortion.

“Any possibility of persuading the EU to adjust its regulation to make it compatible with that agreed
internationally could be weakened if there is any further delay at IMO. Itis disappointing that EU
Member States, acting as a block, now wish to reopen discussion on some of the data metrics on
which there was seemingly consensus at a recent IMO meeting in which many EU nations
participated.”

ICS has setout its support for immediate adoption of the CO2 data collection system in a submission
made jointly with BIMCO and Intercargo.



CO2 Reduction Commitments

In a separate submission to the meeting, ICS has responded to the Paris Agreement on climate
change with a radical proposal that IMO should develop an Intended IMO Determined Contribution
for COZ2 reduction on behalf of the sector. This would mirror the commitments or Intended National
Determined Contributions (INDCs) which governments have made for their national economies, but
from which international transport is currently excluded.

However, ICS emphasises that the Paris Agreement recognises that different parts of the global
economy, including shipping, will need to decarbonise at different speeds, and that international
shipping should not be expected to make the same level of CO2 commitments as developed
economies. |CS says its member national shipowners’ associations are now developing ideas on what
such an IMO commitment might entail, for discussion at a future session of the MEPC.

Ballast Water Convention

Although the IMO Ballast Water Management (BWM) Convention has still not entered into force, it
will almost certainly do so before the end of 2017. ICS is hoping that the MEPC meeting will make
progress towards addressing a number of outstanding implementation issues. This includes finalising
the revision of the IMO type-approval Guidelines for the expensive new treatment systems that
shipowners will be required to install, in order to make them more robust so that shipowners will
have confidence that the equipment will actually work to the satisfaction of Port State Control
authorities.

In a submission (made jointly with Intertanko), ICS has explained how the BWM Convention'’s entry
into force will present ship operators with a major challenge because of the expected lack of shipyard
capacity needed to retrofit the new treatment equipment. ICS says that many shipowners have
understandably delayed fitting equipment due to a lack of certainty as to whether it will be regarded
as fully compliant. This uncertainty has been increased by the United States which has placed a
reservation against an earlier IMO decision not to penalise early movers which, in good faith, have
installed equipment that has been approved in accordance with existing IMO Guidelines.

ICS will also be explaining to governments the problems created by the different approval regime
that has been adopted by the United States and the need, so far as possible, to make the IMO
Guidelines compatible with the U.S. approach, especially with respect to defining what is a ‘non-
viable’ marine organism and the test methods used for approving ultra-violet systems.

Early Decision on IMO Sulphur Cap

The MARPOL Convention requires that ships (outside Emission Control Areas) must use fuel
containing no more than 0.5% sulphur in 2020, but leaves open the possibility of postponement until
2025 depending on the outcome of a study into the availability of compliant fuel currently being
conducted by IMO.



In a further submission (made with Intertanko) ICS has requested IMO Member States to make a
clear decision about whether or not the global sulphur cap will be implemented in 2020, at its next
session in October 2016.

“The decision will be significant because the cost of compliant fuel could be over 50% more than the
cost of residual fuel that most ships currently burn” said Peter Hinchliffe. “Whatever date is decided
by IMO, ship operators and oil refiners will need as much time as possible to prepare for the impact.
The refining industry will need to take important decisions to ensure that sufficient quantities of
compliant fuel are available. Shipowners will need time to take important decisions about whether to
invest in alternative compliance mechanisms such as scrubbers or LNG.”
