ONSHORE POWER SUPPLY (COLD IRONING) IN CHINESE PORTS
Action required: Members are invited to note the information provided.

Members are advised that China has implemented new requirements regarding the use
of onshore power supply in Chinese ports. Since 1 July 2019, any ships, with the
exception of tankers, which have been provided with the necessary systems and
equipment to receive their power from a shore power system when at berth will be
required to do so in ports where all of the following apply:

e The berth has an onshore power supply system which is compatible with the
system used onboard:;

e The port is within an Emission Control Area (ECA) which has been designated as
such by the government of China; and

e The ship will be at berth for a period of more than 3 hours.

Ships using equivalent measures, such as batteries or zero emission power units, are
exempt from the requirement. Ships should liaise with their local port agents to establish
whether the berths the ship will be at in China have installed onshore power supply
systems, the technical details of such systems (in order to establish whether they are
compatible with onboard systems) and payment arrangements for the power supplied.
