ICS’IN ARKTIK (KUZEY KUTBU) ZiRVE TOPLANTISINDA BiLDIRDIGINE GORE DENIZCiLiK
ENDUSTRISI CEVRESEL UYGULAMALARIN ONEMINE INANMAKTADIR

12 Mart 2015 tarihinde Oslo, Norveg'te yapilan ve The Economist Dergisi tarafindan
diizenlenen yiiksek seviyeli Arktik Zirve Toplantisinda, ticari gemi igletmecileri icin kiiresel
ticaret birligi olan — Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi (ICS) Kuzey Kutbu (Arktik) deniz
tasimaciliginin gelismesiyle ilgili 6nemli sorunlara dikkat ¢ekmisgtir.

ICS, bu bdlgenin tabii kaynaklarinin gelistiriimesine duyulan ilgi dolayisiyla Arktik
deniz tagimacihiginin hacmi giderek artmakta oldugundan, deniz giivenlig§i ve ¢evre
korumasini saglamak icin zorunlu ve yeknesak bir dizenleme olmasinin énemini
vurgulamistir.

ICS Genel Sekreteri Peter Hinchliffe sunlari belirtmistir: “Uluslararasi Denizcilik
Orgiitli (IMO), Arktik Buz Denizine kiyisi olanlar dahil, tiim denizci uluslarin gikarlarini tam
olarak hesaba katacak gerekli hukuki ve teknik uzmanhga sahip olmasi dolayisiyla, Kuzey
Buz Denizinde (Arktik) calisan gemiler icin standartlar gelistirmek bakimindan uygun bir
forumdur”.

IMO Uyesi Devletler tarafindan kisa siire énce kabuliinden sonra, Ocak 2017’'de
yiriirlige girmesi beklenerek, zorunlu IMO Kutup Kodunun uygulanmasina denizcilik
endustrisinin tam olarak bagh oldugunu sozlerine eklemistir. “Kutup Kodu, Geminin tipi,
mevkii ve isletme mevsimi ile ilgili tehlikeleri ele alan risk-esasl bir yaklagimi uygulamak
suretiyle gemilerin ¢evresel performansina daha yiiksek seviyede bir giiven saglayacaktir”.

ICS, denizcilik endistrisinin gevre ile ilgili performansinin gok etkileyici oldugunu éne
stirmektedir. Ancak denizcilik enddistrisi, IMO Kutup Kodunda tamamen yansitilan, gemilerin
Arktik (Kuzey Buz Denizi) sularinda seyir yaptiklari zaman biiyik dikkat gosterilmesi gereginin
ve Arktik ekosistemlerinin potansiyel hassasiyeti hususunda duyulan endisenin tamamen
bilincindedir.

CO2 emisyonlarinin iklim tizerindeki olumsuz etkisi hakkinda toplumun duydugu
endise ve Arktik Bélgesinde mevcut hassas ¢evresel denge bakimindan, ICS, denizciligin
teknik ve isletmeyle ilgili 6nlemler yoluyla CO2'yi azaltmak igin, halen IMO’da baglayici bir
kiiresel anlasma ile kapsanan yegane endiistriyel sekt6ér oldugunu vurgulamaktadir. 2014
yilinda yayinlanan en son IMO Sera Gazi incelemesine gore, kiiresel denizcilik endiistrisi 2007
- 2012 yillari arasinda toplam emisyonlarini %10°dan fazla azaltmistir.



Arktik (Kuzey Buz Denizi) sularinin gelecekteki yonetimi bakimindan, ICS, Arktik'e
dahil olmayan (ilkelere kayith gemilerin haklarini tehlikeye distirebilecek ayirimci muamele
uygulamaktan kaginmalar gerektigine inanmakta ve hizmetler igin uygun icretler olmasinin
dnemine dikkati cekmektedir. 1CS, Birlesmis Milletler Deniz Hukuku Yasasi ile saptandig
sekilde, Arktik sularinin hukuki statiisii bakimindan daha biiyiik berrakliga ihtiya¢ oldugunu
onermektedir. Mr. Hincliffe “Uzak Kuzey Buz Denizi rotalari ulagilabilir oldukga, bir
zamanlar akademik sorunlar olan meseleler giderek artan sekilde 6nem kazanmaktadir”
demis ve uluslararasi seyriiseferde kullanilan bogazlara ait UNCLOS ‘transit gegis’ rejiminin,
kiy1 devletlerinin uluslararasi denizcilige kargi tek tarafli 6nlemlerin yasalagtinlmasi haklari
tizerinde dncelik kazandigini 6ne siirmustiir.

SHIPPING INDUSTRY CONFIDENT ABOUT ENVIRONMENTAL PERFORMANCE
ICS TELLS ARCTIC SUMMIT

At a high-level Arctic Summit, organised by The Economist magazine in Oslo on 12 March, the
International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) - the global trade association for merchant ship operators
— highlighted important issues associated with the growth of Arctic shipping and expressed
confidence in the industry’s environmental performance.

ICS stressed the critical importance of a mandatory and uniform regulatory framework to ensure
maritime safety and environmental protection, as the volume of Arctic shipping gradually
increases in response to new interest in developing the region’s natural resources.

ICS Secretary General, Peter Hinchliffe, explained: “The International Maritime Organization is the
appropriate forum for developing standards for ships operating in the Arctic as it has the
necessary legal and technical expertise to take full account of the interests of all maritime nations
including those with an Arctic coastline.”

He added that the shipping industry is fully committed to the implementation of the mandatory
IMO Polar Code, following its recent adoption by IMO Member States and its expected entry into
force in January 2017. “The Polar Code will deliver an even greater level of confidence in the
environmental performance of shipping using a risk-based approach which addresses the hazards
relevant to the type of ship operation, the ship’s location and the season of operation.”

ICS asserts that the shipping industry’s environmental performance is very impressive. But the
industry fully recognises the concern about the potential sensitivity of Arctic ecosystems and the
need for a high degree of care when ships navigate Arctic waters, which is fully reflected in the
new IMO Polar Code.

With respect to society’s concern about the negative impact of CO:z emissions on climate and the
delicate environmental balance that exists within the Arctic region, ICS emphasises that shipping
is the only industrial sector already covered by a binding global agreement, at the IMO, to reduce
CO: through technical and operational measures. According to the latest IMO Green House Gas
Study published in 2014, the global shipping industry has reduced its total emissions by more than
10% between 2007 and 2012.

With regard to the future governance of Arctic waters, ICS believes that Arctic coastal states
should avoid imposing discriminatory treatment that might prejudice the rights of ships registered
with non-Arctic nations, and highlights the importance of appropriate fees for services. ICS
suggests there is a need for greater clarity regarding the legal status of Arctic waters as determined
by the UN Law of the Sea. “As remote Arctic sea routes become accessible these once academic
issues are becoming increasingly important,” Mr Hinchliffe explained, arguing that the UNCLOS
regime of ‘transit passage’ for straits used in international navigation takes precedence over the
rights of coastal states to enact unilateral measures against international shipping.
