I would like to share with you our common concern at the current situation in Yemen. as well as
the erisis unfolding in the Bay of Bengal and Andaman Sea—both of which entail significant
search-and-rescue implications.

We expect that the ongoing conflict and deteriorating security situation in Yemen may lead to
increasing numbers of people Meeing by sea across the Gulf of Aden and the Red Sca. This is
likely to include Yemeni nationals fleeing the conflict, refugees (from Somalia or elsewhere)
who had previously fled to Yemen but who now seek to escape the intensifying violence there.
as well as migrants present in Yemen who are no longer safe there.

FFurther. Yemen itself continues to receive refugees and migrants arriving by boat to its shores—
despite the present conditions there.

In Southeast Asia. in the Bay of Bengal and Andaman Sea. large numbers of stateless Rohingya
[Teeing Myanmar as well as migrants from Bangladesh have been left stranded by smugglers and
raffickers. Many of these people have been at sea in a precarious situation. with inadequate
food. water, or fuel, for many days or weeks.

In view of the grave humanitarian concerns raised and the limited search-and-rescue activities in
both the Gulf of Aden / Red Sea and the Bay of Bengal / Andaman Sea, we seck your assistance
in requesting that all commercial vessels in those areas be particularly vigilant at this time. and
mindful of the need to provide timely assistance to all persons in distress at sea.

LINTCR stands ready to assist. notably with regard to identifving appropriate places ol safety for
the disembarkation of rescued refugees. consistent with the need to avoid placing refugees at
lurther risk.

I look forward to close collaboration between UNHCR. ICS and other stakcholders on this
matter. o prevent loss of life.
