MEPC'in (Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi), MEPC 73'de sonuglandirilmast amaciyla MEPC 72'de hazirlanan bu
konuyla ilgili taslak rehberlik hakkindaki goriis ve onerileri talep ettigini ve ilgili taraflari, E-1.1.1 say1h Yonetmelikte
degisiklik yapilmasi igin teklif sunmaya davet ettigini de dikkate alarak BWM Sézlesmesi‘nde, Komite, BWMS'nin D-
2 Standardina uygunlugunun gegerlili§inin onaylanmasim zorunlu kilmadan 6nce ele alinmasi gereken bir takim
uygulama sorunlarinin bulundugunu ifade ederek, MEPC 73/4/5 belgesini degerlendirmis olup Japonya'dan yapilan bu
teklif, veri ve deneyim kazanilincaya kadar, onaylama zorunlulugun askida kalmasini nermistir.

Sézlesmesi'nden zorunlu asgari gii¢ kurallarini kaldirmak igin ayni teklifin i¢inde bulunan &neriyi reddetmistir.

OPERASYONEL TEDBIRLER (6. GUNDEM MADDESI).

IACS (International Assoctiation of Classification Societies) tavsiyesine gore Komite, IMO Veri Toplama Semasi (DCS)
ileilgili olarak, MARPOL EK-VI Y 6netmeligi 22.2 ile uyumlulugunu dogrulamak iizere, kendi bayrak devleti idaresinin
gbzden gegirmesi igin SEEMP II. Béliim'lerini (Gemi Enerji Verimliligi Plan1) sunmalar1 gereken gemilerin yaklagik
iicte birinin bu islemi yaptigin1 dikkate almigtir. Bu nedenle, SEEMP Part II'leri 31 Aralik 2018 tarihinde veya daha
oncesinde gdzden gegirilmesi igin gereken 19.000 geminin SEEMP’lerini géndermeye devam etmeleri gerekiyor.

Kisim'in gdzden gegirilmesi igin son tarihin ve halen gézden gegirilmesi
gereken 19.000 belgenin olduguna dikkat gekilerek, gemi sahiplerinin / isletmecilerinin, belgelerini Idare veya taninmig
kuruluslarca incelenmek iizere en Kisa siirede sunmalar tegvik edilmektedir.

Uyeler, gemilerden gelen Sera Gazi emisyonlarinin azaltilmas: igin Oturumlararast Calisma Grubu'nun dérdiincii
toplantisimin (ISWG-GHG 4) MEPC 73 (15 - 19 Ekim 2018) tarihinden onceki hafta boyunca gerceklestirildigini
bilmektedir. Komite, Bu oturumlararasi toplantinin raporunu inceledikten sonra olan gemilerden kaynaklanan sera gazi
emisyonlarmin 2023'e kadar azaltilmas1 konusundaki [k IMO Stratejisi'nin takip planlarini onayladi.

Komite, ilgili Alt Komitelerin, 6zellikle de PPR 7'nin belirli eylemleri iistlenmesini yonlendirmeden &nce, planin MEPC
74'e sunulacak olan onerilerin gézden gegirilmesiyle rafine edilmesi konusundaki Taslak Eylem Plani'n1 onayladi. ICS,
taslak plam gelistiren Caligma Grubuna katilim sirasinda, grubun ¢alismasinin biiyiik bir iiniversite toplulugu tarafindan
yapilmasina ragmen, bazi delegasyonlarm endiistri tarafindan miidahaleleri kiigiiltme ve hatta kisitlamalarina yénelik
a¢ik girisimleri oldugunu gézlemlemistir.

Eylem plani kapsaminda bir dizi ilgili konu ele alind1, bunlar:

* “Deniz plastik ¢6p gemileri” terimi, organizasyon yetkisi altinda, herhangi bir gemi kaynakli veya bu konudaki eylemin
liman kabul tesisleri ve gemi-liman arasindaki faaliyetleri, balikgilik gemileri, agik deniz aktiviteleri, rekreasyonel
zanaat, vb. gibi unsurlarin sonucu olarak olugsmasi seklinde ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bu, ¢alismanin gelecekteki baglaminda
dnemlidir, ¢iinkii organizasyonun ¢alismasinin dengeli ve problemle orantili olmasini saglamanin anahtari olacaktir;

» Balikg1 gemilerinin MARPOL EK-V hiikiimlerine uygun bir sekilde diizenlemesi gerektigi ve ¢6p yonetim planlarinm
gelistirilmesi ihtiyacinin 100 GT ve iizeri gemilere seklinde genisletilmesi kararlagtirilmagtir;

» MSC ve CCC (Carriage of Cargoes and Containers) Alt Komitesi'nin himayesinde denizde kaybolan konteynerler igin
zorunlu bir raporlama mekanizmasinin gelistirilmesine karar verildi.

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« Birlesik Krallik'in koordinasyonunda, gemilerden kaynaklanan deniz plastik ¢opliigii ile ilgili bir IMO Calismasi
kapsaminda ele alinacak hususlari belirlemek igin bir yazigma grubunun olusturulmasi konusunda mutabakata
varilmistir. Ozellikle literatiir taramas1 ve/veya nicel bir galismanin izlenmesi gerekip gerekmedigini aragtirmak igin en
uygun mekanizmay: belirlemek; ve gemilerden kaynaklanan denizlerdeki plastik ¢opler ile ilgili tiim uluslararasi
mevzuati ve en iyi uygulamalari tanimlayan bir ¢aligma metodu gelistirilmesidir.

Komite, MEPC 71'deki Komite'nin 2018-2019 bienal giindeminde, “Arktik sularinda gemiler tarafindan yakit olarak
agir yakitin tagmmasi ve kullanilmasi riskini azaltmak i¢in Snlemlerin gelistirilmesi” konulu yeni bir ¢iktiya yer vermeyi
kabul ettigini hatirlatts. PPR Alt Komitesini, ilgili organ olarak atamist: ve MEPC 72, Uye Devletlerin ve uluslararasi
orgiitlerin, PPR Alt Komitesinin galigmalarinin iistlenilmesini saglayacak uygun bir etki degerlendirme metodolojisi
siireci konusunda MEPC 73'e somut Gneriler sunmaya ¢agirmisti.

Komite asagidaki dokiimanlar degerlendirmistir:

1. resmi olmayan bir yazigma grubunun ilerleme raporunu saglayan MEPC 73/9 (Kanada ve Rusya Federasyonu), Arktik
topluluklar1 ve HFO (Agir Fuel Oil) iizerinde 6nerilen bir yasagin ekonomileri iizerinde bir etki degerlendirmesi yiiriitme
stireci hakkinda rehberlik saglamistir;

2. MEPC 73/9/1 (Amerika Birlesik Devletleri), Arktik sularinda gemiler tarafindan yakit olarak HFO kullanimi ve
tasimaciliina iligkin Arktik topluluklarina ve endiistrilerine hem maliyetleri hem de faydalar1 degerlendirmek igin bir
metodoloji onermektedir;

3. MEPC 73/9/2 (Finlandiya), MEPC 73/9 belgesinde onerilen etki degerlendirme metodolojisi hakkinda yorum
yapmakta olup bes adimli bir yaklagimi 6nererek, bu tiir bir degerlendirmeyi tamamlamak i¢in gerekli olan galigmalarin
gogunun zaten yapildigina dikkat ¢ekmisgtir.

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Tartisma sonrasinda, Komite yukaridaki tiim belgeleri PPR 6'ya iletmeyi kabul etmis ve PPR Alt Komitesine etki
degerlendirme metodolojisini kesinlestirme talimatini vermistir. Arktik sularinda HFO {izerinde nerilen yasak ile ilgili
teklifler, degerlendirilmek iizere PPR 6'ya davet edildi.

8. KIRLILIK ONLEME VE MUDAHALE (11. GONDEM MADDESI)
8.1 Elektronik Kayit Defterlerinin Kullanimi

Komite, MARPOL kapsamindaki elektronik kayit defterlerinin kullammini tartismig ve ABD ve Ingiltere'den gelen
itirazlara ragmen, MEPC 74°te MARPOL ve NOx Teknik Kodu ile ilgili taslak degisikliklerin kabulu griisii ile MEPC
74'te kabulii amaciyla MARPOL kapsanunda elektronik kayit defterlerinin kullanimi’na ait taslak MEPC yasa tasarisi
prensipte onaylanmugtir. Amerika Birlesik Devletleri bu konuda pozisyonunu korumustur.

Komite ayrica, aralarinda MARPOL ve NOX teknik Kodunda (eger benimseniyorsa) yapilan degisikliklerin yiiriirliige
girmesinden once, Bayrak Devleti idaresi ile deneyimlerini paylagmak i¢in elektronik kayit defterlerini kullanacak
gemileri olan sirketleri de tegvik etmigtir.

9. DIGER iSLER (18. GUNDEM MADDESI)
9.1 Uluslararas: deniz tasimacihgindan kaynaklanan sualt: giiriiltiisii

Komite, (Kanada ve Yeni Zelanda) MEPC 73/18/4 ve MEPC 73 / INF.23 (Kanada) ve MEPC 73 / INF.26 (OSPAR)
tarafindan saglanan bilgileri dikkate almigtir. Komite, 30 Ocak - 1 Subat 2019 tarihleri arasinda IMO'da diizenlenecek
olan Kanada tarafindan ev sahipligi yapmasi planlanan ¢ahistayr memnuniyetle karsiladi. ICS bu ¢ahstaya katilacagini
ongdrmektedir (ayrica bkz. Ilgili genelge ENV (18) 07 sayili ve 12 Temmuz 2018 tarihli).

Sekreterya ayrica, Kanada tarafindan diizenlenen ve planlanan ¢alistay hakkinda bir giincelleme sunan resmi olmayan
bir toplantiya katildi. Katihm seviyesi, MEPC 72'deki onceki toplantiya kiyasla 6nemli olgiide azdi. Goriigmeler
sirasinda, Sekretarya, Cevre Alt Komitesi'nin daha onceki toplantisinda kararlastirilan pozisyona dayanarak iiye
devletlerin sordugu sorulara cevap vermigtir (15 Ekim 2018 tarihli ENV(18) 13°de verilen raporlara bakiniz). Ancak,
Sekreterlik, yeni insa gemilerdeki zorunlu énlemler hakkindaki yorumlar: kisitlady; bu yaklagim diger katilimcilar
tarafindan kabul edildi.

MEPC 73'teki ilgi diizeyi azalmis olsa da, muhtemel bir baglangi¢ noktasi olarak ticari deniz tasimaciligindan gelen su
alti giiriiltiisiiniin azaltilmasi i¢in Kilavuz'un gdzden gegirilmesiyle (MEPC.1 / Circ.833), isin gerekliligi devam
etmektedir. Sorular, bu Kilavuzun 2019 veya 2020'de dnerilip 6nerilemeyecegi ve bazi uluslararas orgiitlerin ne Slgiide
isin bir 6zelligi olarak operasyonel dnlemleri zorlayacagidir. Calistaydan teklifin ne zaman yapilacagina ve operasyonel
dnlemlerin ne dlgiide bir 6zellik olabilecegine dair bir gdsterge sunmasi beklenmektedir.
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9.2 Hong Kong Sézleymesi

IMO Sekretaryasi tarafindan, Hong Kong S6zlesmesi'nin yiiriirliige girme kosullarini yerine getirmek i¢in geri doniisiim
kapasitesinin hesaplanmast ile ilgili olarak “MEPC 73/18 / INF.2”de bir giincelleme yapilmigtir. Japonya ve ICS, bayrak
devleti ile geri doniisiim devleti kapasiteleri arasindaki denge ihtiyacini dikkate alarak, S6zlesme'nin onaylanmasini en
erken firsatta tegvik eden miidahaleler yapmustir.

MEPC 73 - ICS REPORT

Action required: Members are invited to note the ICS report on the outcome of
MEPC 73. ICS members are also requested as a matter of urgency to highlight, as
per section 4 of this report and the request of MEPC, to all member shipowning
companies the need to comply with MARPOL Annex VI regulations 5.4.5, 22.2 and
22A.1 for all their ships to which Regulation 22A applies and to encourage the
submission, if not already done so, of outstanding SEEMP Part lis for review as
soon as possible.

The 73 session of the IMO Marine Environment Protection Committee was held in
London (22 - 26 October 2018) with Mr Hideaki Saito (Japan) as Chair and Mr Harry
Conway (Liberia) as Vice Chair. The session was well attended with representation from
97 Member Governments, 2 Associate Members, 4 UN and Specialized Agencies, 6 IGOs
and 48 NGOs. For details, see the list of participants contained in document MEPC
73/INF.1.

1. CONSIDERATION AND ADOPTION OF AMENDMENTS TO MANDATORY
INSTRUMENTS (AGENDA ITEM 3).

1.1 Amendments to MARPOL Annex VI

The Committee finalised and adopted amendments to regulation 14 of MAPROL Annex VI
requiring that from 1 March 2020, the sulphur content of fuel oil used or carried for use on
board a ship shall not exceed 0.50% m/m.

The proposed modifications to the amendments proposed by CLIA (MEPC 73/3/1) to
include explicit reference to regulations 3 (exceptions and exemptions) and 4
(equivalency) of MARPOL Annex VI were not taken forward. However, noting the
concerns raised by CLIA regarding potential perceptions that the fuel ban applied to ships
with exhaust gas cleaning systems (EGCS), the Committee agreed that a clarification may
be required for port State control officers (PSCO). The Committee instructed the Poliution
Prevention and Response Sub-Committee to address this matter at its 6t session (PPR®6)
as part of its ongoing work in updating the 2009 Guidelines for port State control under the
revised MARPOL Annex VI (resolution MEPC.181(59)).

The restructuring of regulation 14.3 of MARPOL Annex VI proposed by IMarEST (MEPC
73/3/2) was agreed to by the Committee. However, ICS and others proposed further
modifications in the drafting group to remove ambiguity introduced in the definitions of
existing Baltic Sea and North Sea SOx emission control areas. These were incorporated
into the adopted amendments.

As a consequence of the above, existing amendments to regulation 13.6 of MARPOL
Annex VI relating to NOx emission control areas adopted at MEPC 72 will also need to be
amended to remove ambiguity in the definitions of NOx emission control areas.

2.  HARMFUL AQUATIC ORGANISMS IN BALLAST WATER (AGENDA ITEMS 4
and 15 (BW RELATED ONLY)).

2.1  Status of entry into force and ratification of the BWM Convention.

Noting that the International Convention for the Control and Management of Ships' Ballast
Water and Sediments, 2004 (BWM Convention) had entered into force on 8 September
2017 the Committee was advised that at the time of the meeting the number of
Contracting Governments was 79, representing 80.94% of the world's merchant fleet
tonnage.

2.2  The Experience-building phase.

The Committee was advised and noted that the IMO Secretariat had initiated the
preparations for a module in the IMO’s Global Integrated Shipping Information System
(GISIS) to accommodate the experience-building phase, structured in accordance with the
interfaces in the approved data gathering and analysis plan (see BWM.2/Circ.67), and that
the module was expected to be available by the end of 201 8, allowing Member States and
other stakeholders to start providing data from the beginning of 2019.

2.3  Guidance on System Design Limitations of ballast water management systems
and their monitoring

The Committee approved a draft BWM.2 circular on Guidance on System Design Limitations
of ballast water management systems and their monitoring (see MEPC 73/WP.10 annex 1).

2.4 Validation of the compliance of individual BWMS with regulation D-2 of the
BWM Convention in conjunction with their commissioning

Noting that MEPC had invited submissions and comments on the proposed draft guidance
on this matter prepared at MEPC 72 with a view to its finalisation at MEPC 73 and had
also invited interested Parties to submit proposals for an amendment to regulation E-1.1.1
of the BWM Convention, the Committee considered the document MEPC 73/4/5 (Japan),
expressing the view that there were still a number of implementation issues that needed to
be addressed before making mandatory the validation of compliance of BWMS with the D-
2 standard during commissioning. The submission from Japan proposed to keep
mandatory validation in abeyance until data and experience had been gained.

The Committee decided that the validation should not be kept in abeyance and approved a
BWM.2 circular Guidance for the commissioning testing of ballast water management
systems (see MEPC 73/WP.10 annex 2). Importantly it was agreed that the validation
should be analysed using indicative analysis methods not detailed analysis and that
ambient water should be accepted for testing regardless of the level of challenge it poses



to the BWMS. It should be understood therefore that a positive test result doesn’t prove
that the system is fully effective as the challenge to the system presented by the ambient
waters will vary from location to location however should the system fail the indicative
analysis then the system has not met the D-2 efficacy standard and a significant problem
exists which should be corrected by the shipyard and BWMS manufacturer prior to the
system being accepted. The efficacy test at the time of commissioning effectively emulates
the type of initial sampling and analysis that may be conducted by PSC once the ship is in
operation and using its BWMS to comply with the D-2 standard.

It was also agreed that the Survey Guidelines under the Harmonized System of Survey
and Certification (HSSC) will also be considered in relation to how to incorporate
commissioning testing of new BWMS installations on existing ships and ensuring it is
addressed in the 2019 HSSC Guidelines.

The Committee will at MEPC 74 in 2019 consider proposal for related amendments to
regulation E-1.1.1 of the BWM Convention concerning Surveys and commissioning with
respect to validation of compliance with regulation D-2.

25 Contingency measures in the ballast water management plan.

The Committee recalled that MEPC 72 had invited Member Governments and
international organizations to submit proposals to clarify when elements introduced by the
Guidance on contingency measures under the BWM Convention (BWM.2/Circ.62) should
be included in ballast water management plans.

The Committee agreed that is to be left to each Member State to decide on the possible
timing for the incorporation of information on contingency measures into the ballast water
management plans for ships flying its flag. Following an intervention by ICS to replace the
word should with may the Committee agreed to the addition of the following new
paragraph 4.3 (under the section “Non-Mandatory Information”) in part B of the Guidelines
for ballast water management and development of ballast water management plans (G4):

"4.3 The ballast water management plan may include contingency measures developed
taking into account guidelines developed by the Organization."

2.6  Recording of the operation of ballast water pumps

The Committee considered document MEPC 73/4/4 (Islamic Republic of Iran), presenting
a study conducted concerning cases of non-compliance observed in ballast water
reporting forms in regard to controlling ballast water exchange or treatment operations in
ships. Iran proposed that the date, time and geographical location when a ship’s ballast
water pumps are in operation should be automatically recorded using an electronic ballast
water data registration system fitted on all new and existing ships. The proposal also
included fitting flow meter sensors, linked to a GPS and data recording system, in the
outlet pipes of every ballast water tank.

ICS supported by many others identified that the proposal was not justified and the
Committee concluded that, should Iran noting the discussions of the Committee wish to
continue to pursue this matter further, a proposal for a new output should be submitted at
a future session.

2.7  Proposal for new outputs related to the Ballast Water Management.



Thé Committee approved the following new outputs:

1. "Development of training provisions for seafarers related to the BWM Convention",
in the post-biennial agenda of the Committee, assigning the HTW Sub-Committee
as the associated organ, with two sessions needed to complete the work;

2. "Review of the BWM Convention based on data gathered in the experience-building
phase”, in the biennial agenda of the Committee, with a target completion year of
2023; and

3. "Urgent measures emanating from issues identified during the experience-building
phase of the BWM Convention", in the biennial agenda of the Committee, with a
target completion year of 2023.

It was further agreed that the amendment of Article 9 of the BWM Convention to align it
with the timing of sampling expected per the 4 stage approach to PSC inspections
contained in the PSC guidelines under the Ballast Water Management Convention
adopted by Resolution MEPC.252. (67) should be considered through the package of
amendments developed for the EBP (Output no.2). ICS had raised objection to this
agreement based on the fact that the decision to amend Article 9 does not need data to be
gathered but simply the alignment of the Convention with the existing PSC Guidelines
which reflect the intent and wishes of the Committee at MEPC 67 noting that at MEPC 67
the Article could not be amended as the BWM Convention had not entered into force.

2.8 Other matters related to ballast water management

The Committee considered MEPC 73/4/6 (China) seeking clarification on article 3.2(f) of
the BWM Convention with regard to permanent ballast water in sealed tanks on ships,
which is not subject to discharge and invited submissions for unified interpretations on
article 3.2(f) to future sessions of the PPR Sub-Committee.

The Committee also considered document MEPC 73/4/7 (China), proposing amendments
to the form of the International Ballast Water Management Certificate (IBWMC) regarding
the items under "Details of ballast water management method(s) used", to capture certain
means of compliance with the BWM Convention, such as exemptions, equivalent
measures, other methods approved by the MEPC, or discharging into reception facilities,
which were not captured in the current form of the IBWMC. Noting the general support for
this proposal, the Committee invited submissions containing further comments for
consideration by the Ballast Water Review Group to be established at MEPC 74.

3. AIR POLLUTION AND ENERGY EFFICIENCY OF SHIPS (AGENDA ITEM 5).
3.1 Fuel Oil and the 2020 Global Sulphur Cap

The Committee adopted a ban on carriage of fuel oil not meeting the 0.5% global sulphur
cap unless the ship is provided with an equivalent means of compliance under MARPOL
VI regulation 4 or has an exemption under MARPOL V]| regulation 3. The prohibition will
enter into force on 1 March 2020. The proposed experience building phase (MEPC
73/5/14, Marshall Islands et al) was not agreed however the submission received
significant support in relation to points made and as a result the Committee invited
proposals to MEPC 74 in relation to the capture and analysis of data relating to the
implementation of the 2020 Global Sulphur Cap. The Committee also agreed to issue a
circular reminding members to report the availability of compliant fuels to the IMO GISIS



system. This will be issued as MEPC.1/Circ.880 on Reporting of availability of compliant
fuel oils in accordance with regulation 18.1 of MARPOL Annex VI. Originally it had been
proposed to issue an MEPC resolution, however after considering the urgency of the
matter a circular (along with reflecting the importance of reporting the requested data in
the report of the meeting) was considered to be more appropriate.

The Committee approved the draft MEPC circular on Guidance on the development of a
ship implementation plan for the consistent implementation of the 0.50% sulphur limit
under MARPOL Annex VI, this will be issued as circular MEPC.1/Circ.878. A reference to
pragmatic and practical enforcement was not agreed by the Committee, however it was
agreed that the original draft text stating that this guidance would expire on 1 January
2020 would be deleted since it was considered that the guidance provided would continue
to be useful after this date.

The Committee approved MEPC.1/Circ.875/Add.1 on Guidance on best practice for fuel oil
suppliers for assuring the quality of fuel oil delivered to ships, this guidance was based on
proposals submitted by ICS et al in document MEPC 73/5/4. Equivalent guidance for
member states was not considered to be sufficiently mature to be finalised at the session
and as a result will be further considered by a correspondence group.

The Committee, having noted the discussion of the intersessional meeting of the PPR sub-
committee which had considered safety implications associated with the use of low-
sulphur fuel oil invited MSC 100 to consider fuel oil safety matters.

3.2  Energy Efficiency Design Index (EEDI).
The Committee made a number of important decisions on this subject, including:

1. It was agreed that EEDI phase 3 will enter into force in 2025 for tankers and
bulk carriers, based on a recognition of the challenges faced by these ship types
in achieving EEDI phase 3, particularly with respect to minimum power;

2. EEDI phase 3 will enter into force in 2022 for general cargo ships;

3. After an initial agreement to introduce EEDI phase 3 in 2022 with a reduction of
rate of 40% for all container ships the Committee agreed instead to request that
WSC submit a proposal to MEPC 74, in line with an intervention it made in the
plenary, which envisaged the introduction of EEDI phase 3 for all container
ships in 2022 but with a sliding scale for the reduction rate. The sliding scale
would start at 30% for small container ships and increase to 45% for the largest
container ships and would result in greater overall GHG emissions reductions
than the original decision to require a 40% reduction for all container ships
regardless of size;

4. After initially agreeing to introduce alternate starting years and targets for EEDI
phase 3 for other ship types with the exception of ro-ro passenger, ro-ro cargo
and ro-ro vehicle carriers the Committee agreed to request that member states
and international organisations submit proposals on other ship types including
gas carriers, refrigerated cargo carriers, combination carriers, LNG carriers and
cruise passenger ships having non-conventional propulsion to MEPC 74. The
Committee decided that a decision can be deferred to MEPC 74 and this will still
facilitate the introduction of EEDI phase 3 for the various other ship types in



2022 if that is the decision of the Committee;

5. Approved amendments to the NOx Technical Code to make approval schemes
A & B in the SCR guidelines equally applicable for adoption at MEPC 74;

6. Approved corrections for the calculation of the EEDI for ice class ships in
accordance with the recommendations of the correspondence group which had
considered this matter;

7. Agreed amendments to the 2014 Guidelines on survey and certification of the
Energy Efficiency Design Index (EEDI) to reflect revised ITTC Recommended
Procedures on the conduct of sea trials including wind speed profile, correction
of waves from all directions, iterative method, roughness allowance and shallow
water correction;

8. Adopted amendments to the 2014 Guidelines on survey and certification of the
Energy Efficiency Design Index (EEDI), using the annex to document MEPC
73/5/7 as a basis; and

9. Approved the 2018 Guidelines for the discharge of exhaust gas recirculation
(EGR) bleed-off water, the guidelines will be applicable to engines for which the
EIAPP Certificate is first issued on or after 1 June 2019.

With respect to point 4 above it is expected that proposals advocating the early
introduction of EEDI phase 3 in 2022 for gas carriers, LNG carriers, cruise ships with non-
conventional propulsion and refrigerated cargo carriers will be submitted for the
consideration of MEPC 74, it is also possible that there may be proposals for combination
carriers. It is also believed likely that a phase 3 EEDI reduction rate of 40% will be
proposed for gas carriers and LNG carriers.

As a result of intense discussions and disagreement at the session in relation to ad hoc
amendments to the EEDI requirements for container ships and other ship types, see
points 3 and 4 above, as proposed by some member States during the session without
corresponding submissions providing the arguments to support their proposals the draft
amendments to regulation 21 of MARPOL Annex VI could not be approved at the session
and have been deferred to MEPC 74.

A decision concerning a proposal to require mandatory submission of attained EEDI
values to the IMO database which had been co-sponsored by ICS was deferred until
MEPC 74. On a related matter, there was support in the Committee for preserving the
integrity of the EEDI reference lines.

The Committee agreed that interested parties should continue to work on the shaft power
limitation proposal which had been submitted by Germany et al in document MEPC 73/5/1
but thankfully the Committee rejected the proposal in the same submission to remove the
mandatory minimum power guidelines from the MARPOL Convention.

4, FURTHER TECHNICAL AND OPERATIONAL MEASURES FOR ENHANCING
THE ENERGY EFFICIENCY OF INTERNATIONAL SHIPPING (AGENDA ITEM 6).

IACS advised and the Committee noted that in relation to the IMO Data Collection Scheme
(DCS) approximately one third of those ships which are required to submit their Part II



SEEMP for review by their flag administration to verify compliance with regulation 22.2 of
MARPOL Annex VI had done so, leaving 19,000 ships still needing to submit their SEEMP
Part 11 for review on or before 31 December 2018. The Committee urged the submittal of
SEEMP Part Il documents by shipping companies for review by Administrations or their
recognized organizations as soon as possible.

Secretariat note to ICS Members. For all ships to which Regulation 22A applies
shipowners/operators need to comply with regulations 5.4.5, 22.2 and 22A.1 of
MARPOL Annex VI. Noting the deadline for the review of the SEEMP Part Il, on or
before 31 December 2018, and the back log of 19,000 documents that still need to be
reviewed, shipowners/operators are encouraged to submit the documents for
review by Administrations or their recognized organizations as soon as possible.

The Committee considered a proposal that it should start considering how it would
manage phase 2 (data analysis) of the three-step approach and agreed, in principle that a
suitable methodology for undertaking this analysis needed to be developed and approved
by MEPC 75. Accordingly, interested member states and international organizations were
invited to submit proposals to MEPC 74.

The Committee approved circular MEPC.1/Circ.795/Rev.3 provided unified interpretations
of the IMO Data Collection System (DCS) under MARPOL Annex VI, concerned in
particular with confirmation of compliance for new ships, boil-off gas consumed on board
ships and access to the disaggregated data.

5. REDUCTION OF GHG EMISSIONS FROM SHIPS (AGENDA ITEM 7).

Members will be aware that the fourth meeting of the Intersessional Working Group on
Reduction of GHG emissions from ships (ISWG-GHG 4) was held during the week prior to
MEPC 73 (15 - 19 October 2018). After considering the report of this intersessional
meeting the Committee approved the Programme of follow-up actions of the Initial IMO
Strategy on reduction of GHG emissions from ships up to 2023 which had been developed
by the intersessional working group.

The Committee invited interested member states and international organizations to submit
proposals on:

e Candidate short-term measures to MEPC 74;
¢ Candidate mid-/long-term measures to MEPC 74 and MEPC 75; and
e Finalizing an impact assessment procedure on the impacts on States to MEPC 74.

The Committee noted that utilising the existing IMO energy efficiency framework (i.e.
strengthening the EEDI and SEEMP) offered high potential for early action and
encouraged interested delegations to submit a draft resolution on encouragement of port
developments and activities to facilitate the reduction of GHG emissions from ships to
MEPC 74.

Several documents concerning candidate short term measures were considered by the
Committee and requested that these be taken into consideration by member states and
international organizations when preparing submissions to MEPC 74. The Committee
approved the holding of an Intersessional meeting before MEPC 74 (subject to the
approval of IMO Council) to be held 7 - 10 May 2019 along with terms of reference. This
intersessional meeting was also to further consider the outline and timeline of the Fourth



IMO GHG Study, incorporation of a feedback mechanism and development of the terms of
reference for the study with the intention of these being approved at MEPC 74. Interested
member states and international organizations were invited to make financial contributions

to this fourth IMO GHG study.

The Committee considered the establishment of a voluntary multi-donor trust fund to
support technical cooperation and capacity-building activities for implementing the initial
strategy. The IMO secretariat was asked to determine the most appropriate mechanism for
such a fund and to prepare draft terms of reference for consideration at MEPC 74.

6. DEVELOPMENT OF AN ACTION PLAN TO ADDRESS MARINE PLASTIC
LITTER FROM SHIPS (AGENDA ITEM 8).

The Committee approved a Draft Action Plan to address Marine Plastic Litter from Ships,
on the understanding that the plan would be reviewed and refined through further
submissions to MEPC 74, before directing the relevant Sub-Committees, in particular PPR
7, to undertake specific action. ICS observed, during its participation in Working Group
which developed the draft plan, that although the work of the group was by and large
collegiate, there were clear attempts by some delegations to downplay and even restrict
interventions by industry

A number of issues of interest were considered in the context of the action plan, these
were as follows:

e The term “marine plastic litter ships” was interpreted to mean from any vessel or
associated activity under the competence of the organisation i.e. ships, port
reception facilities and activity during the ship-port interface as appropriate; fishing
vessels, offshore activities; recreational craft, etc. This is significant in the future
context of the work, as it will be key to ensuring that the work of the organisation is
balanced and proportionate to the problem:;

» It was agreed that fishing vessels should be properly covered by the terms of
MARPOL Annex V and, the requirement for development of garbage management
plans was extended to ships of 100GT and above;

e |twas agreed that a mandatory reporting mechanism for containers lost at sea
should be developed, under the auspices of MSC and the CCC Sub-Committee. In
this context, it was not agreed to consider requirements for the tracking of
containers, but that communication of information with respect to the location of lost
containers could be considered in the future. The distinction is important, since it
provides greater flexibility in finding solutions if necessary, rather than committing
future work to the application of technical requirements such as tracking devices;

e The Group considered the proposals to establish a cost recovery system for port
reception facilities based on the "Polluter pays" principle and, the use of indirect
waste fees to remove disincentives for the use of reception facilities, agreeing that
the measures in the action plan should reflect that any cost framework
recommended should not create disincentives for the use of PRF. In this context,
the benefits of not charging additional fees based on volume of waste were also
noted. It was also noted that cost frameworks associated with port reception



facilities were implemented under national regulatory frameworks and therefore any
future measure needed to encourage the use of cost frameworks and not mandate
them. It is likely, from statements made during the group’s work and in plenary
subsequently, that proposals for mandatory cost recovery systems will be
resubmitted in the future;

e It was agreed that the issue of microplastics from ships, not only from grey water
but also from other sources, needed further study that would inform future decisions
on the issue. This decision acknowledged that the technology for filtering
microplastics might not exist and that, as such, consideration of the issue will need
to be holistic, taking into account waste streams and treatment systems ashore;

e It was agreed that the Organization should conduct a study on Marine Plastic Litter
from ships; and

e It was agreed that a correspondence group would be established, under the
coordination of the United Kingdom, to identify issues to be considered under an
IMO Study on marine plastic litter from ships; determine the most appropriate
mechanism to undertake the study, in particular whether a literature review and/or a
quantitative study should be pursued; and develop a regulatory framework matrix
identifying all international regulatory instruments and best practices associated
with the issue of marine plastic litter from ships.

On the whole the work on Marine Plastic Litter from ships was positive both from an
environmental and industry perspective, and the industry can be reasonably confident that
it will progress in a proportionate manner, though a close watch will need to be kept on the
work in the correspondence group and subsequently, to ensure that this course is
maintained.

7.  DEVELOPMENT OF MEASURES TO REDUCE RISKS OF USE AND CARRIAGE
OF HEAVY FUEL OIL AS A FUEL BY SHIPS IN ARCTIC WATERS (AGENDA
ITEM 9).

The Committee recalled that MEPC 71 had agreed to include a new output on
"Development of measures to reduce risks of use and carriage of heavy fuel oil as fuel by
ships in Arctic waters" in the 2018-2019 biennial agenda of the Committee, assigning the
PPR Sub-Committee as the associated organ, and that MEPC 72 urged Member
Governments and international organizations to submit concrete proposals to MEPC 73 on
an appropriate impact assessment methodology process to enable the PPR Sub-
Committee to undertake its work.

The Committee considered the following documents:

1. MEPC 73/9 (Canada and Russian Federation), providing a progress report of an
informal correspondence group convened to provide guidance on the process of
conducting an impact assessment on Arctic communities and economies of a
proposed ban on HFO;



2. MEPC 73/9/1 (United States), proposing a methodology to assess both costs and
benefits to Arctic communities and industries of a ban on HFO use and carriage as

fuel by ships in Arctic waters;

3. MEPC 73/9/2 (Finland), commenting on the impact assessment methodology
proposed in document MEPC 73/9 and proposing a five-step approach for
consideration, noting that much of the work necessary to complete such an
assessment had already been undertaken;

4. MEPC 73/9/3 (FOEI et al.), commenting on document MEPC 73/9 and drawing
attention to new studies that would contribute to assessing the economic and
environmental impacts of a ban on the use and carriage of HFO as fuel by ships in
the Arctic waters; and

5. MEPC 73/INF.19 (Canada and Russian Federation), providing a collation of
comments on the work of the informal correspondence group on the determination
of an appropriate impact assessment methodology

Following discussion, the Committee agreed to forward all the above documents PPR 6
and instructed the PPR Sub-Committee to finalize the impact assessment methodology.
Proposals in relation to a proposed ban on HFO in Arctic waters were invited to PPR 6 for
consideration.

8. POLLUTION PREVENTION AND RESPONSE (AGENDA ITEM 11)
8.1 Use of Electronic Record Books.

The Committee discussed the use of electronic record books under MARPOL and, despite
objections from the US and UK, approved in principle, a draft MEPC resolution on Guidelines
for the use of electronic record books under MARPOL with a view to adoption at MEPC 74
in conjunction with associated draft amendments to MARPOL and the NOx Technical Code.
The US reserved its position.

The Committee also encouraged companies with ships that would be using electronic record
books during the interim period, prior to the entry into force of the relevant amendments to
MARPOL and the NOx technical Code (if adopted), to share their experience with their flag
State Administration.

9. ANY OTHER BUSINESS (AGENDA ITEM 18)
9.1 Underwater noise from international shipping

The Committee considered information provided by Canada and New Zealand (MEPC
73/18/4) and MEPC 73/INF.23 (Canada) and MEPC 73/INF.26 (OSPAR). The Committee
noted and welcomed the planned workshop to be hosted by Canada which will take place
at IMO in London from 30 January to 1 February 2019. ICS anticipates it will participate in
this workshop (see also related circular ENV(18)07 dated 12 July 2018).

The Secretariat also attended an informal meeting hosted by Canada providing an update
on the planned workshop. The level of attendance, compared with the previous meeting at
MEPC 72, was significantly reduced. During the discussion, the Secretariat responded to

questions posed by member States based on the position agreed at the previous meeting



of the Environment Sub-Committee (see minutes provided in circular ENV(18)13 dated 15
October 2018). However, the Secretariat restricted comments on mandatory measures to
consideration of new build ships, an approach which appeared to be accepted by other
participants.

Whilst the level of interest at MEPC 73 appeared reduced, appetite for the work remains,
with a review of the Guidelines for the reduction of underwater noise from commercial
shipping (MEPC.1/Circ.833) as a likely starting point. The questions are whether this will
be proposed in 2019 or 2020, and to what extent some international organizations push for
operational measures to be a feature of the work. It is expected that the workshop will
provide an indication of when a proposal will be made, and to what extent operational
measures may be a feature.

9.2 The Hong Kong Convention

An update was provided by the IMO Secretariat, see MEPC 73/18/INF.2, regarding the
calculation of the recycling capacity for meeting the entry-into-force conditions of the Hong
Kong Convention. Japan and ICS made interventions encouraging ratification of the
Convention at the earliest opportunity being mindful of the need for balance between flag
State and recycling State capacities.

9. NEXT MEETING OF THE COMMITTEE
MEPC 74 is scheduled to take place from 13 to 17 May 2019.
