IMO Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi (MEPC) kritik toplantisinin sonunda, ICS bazi1 ¢énemli ¢evresel
konulardaki 6nemli gelismeleri memnuniyetle karsilamistir.

Sera Gazi Emisyonlar1 Azaltim i¢in Eylem Plam

ICS Bagkani Sn. Esben POULSSON, “2020 yul1 kiikiirt dist limitine yonelik hazirliklara odaklanildig: sirada,
IMO, 2018 Nisan ayinda kararlagtirilan Sera Gazi Emisyonlarint azaltma stratejisinin uygulanmasina yonelik
olarak ¢ok iyi bir ilerleme kaydetmis ve 2023 yilindan once ilave CO: azaltimuu saglayacak ve ayrica
uluslararas denizcilik sektoriinde daha uzun siireli tedbirleri ile tamamen dekarbonizasyonu getirecek olan
kisa vadeli onlemlerin gelistirilmesi icin Eylem Plamm kabul etmistir seklinde yorum yapmagtir.

ICS, IMO Uye Devletinin, daha 6nce kararlastirilan tarihi anlasmay: veya CO, azaltma hedefleri konusunu
yeniden agmaya ¢aligmamasindan ve hiikiimetlerin, sektérle igbirligi iginde Sera Gazi Emisyonlari stratejisini
basarili bir sekilde gerceklestirmeye tamamen bagh olmalarindan dolay1r memnuniyet duymaktadir.

Sn. POULSSON, “Onaylanan IMO Eylem Plani’nda anahtar rol oynayan gelecekteki g¢alismalarin
diizenleme onerilerini sunan Cin’in boyle yapici bir rolii tistlenmesinden dolayr ¢ok memnun olduk” seklinde
belirtmistir.

Yeni CO; azaltma 6nlemlerine yonelik somut kararlar alinmadigi sirada ICS, Gemi Enerji Verimliligi Yonetim
Planlarinin (SEEMP) zorunlu denetimine iliskin dnerilerini ve gelecekteki gemiler i¢in Enerji Verimliligi
Dizayn Endeksi’nde daha fazla iyilestirme yapilmasini desteklemektedir. ICS'nin belirttigine gére; her ikisi
de ¢ok hizli bir sekilde benimsenebilecek tedbirlerdir.

ICS, zorunlu operasyonel verimlilik gostergelerinin yayinlanmasi ya da zorunlu hiz sinirlarinin benimsenmesi
(hiz optimizasyon tedbirlerinin aksine) ve denizcilik sektorii pazarlarinin ciddi sekilde ¢arpitilmasi ve kiiresel
ticaretin etkinligini bozmast gibi ciddi sorunlarin ortaya ¢ikmasi nedeniyle liye devletler arasinda artan bir
farkindaligin olustugunu belirtti. Ancak, bu fikirlere iliskin tartigmalar gelecek y1l IMO'da devam edecektir.
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Sn. POULSSON sunlari ekledi: “/MO'nun bu hafia kabul ettigi Eylem Plani ile, 2019 Mayis ayinda bir sonraki
MEPC'de (Marine Environment Portection Committee- Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi) 6zel CO; azaltma
tedbirleri igin detayli oneriler hazwrlamarin yolu agiktwr. ICS, diger sektor birlikleri ile igbirligi icinde olarak
uzun vadeli CO; azaltimi ve sifir CO; yakitlarimn gelistirilmesi i¢in potansiyel olarak yeni ve inovatif onlemler
de dahil olmak iizere detayl: fikirlerle gelmeyi planlamaktadir”.

2020 Kiiresel Kiikiirt Ust Limiti

ICS 1 Ocak 2020 tarihinde yiiriirliige girecek olan, IMO'un kiiresel %0,5 kiikiirt st limiti uygulama
rehberlerini kabul etmesini memnuniyetle karsilamigtir. ICS ayrica 1 Mart 2020'de yiiriirliige girecek olan
uyumlu olmayan yakitin taginma yasaginin onaylanmasim da memnuniyetle karsilamaktadir. Bu konu
denizcilik endiistrisi tarafindan da, Idarelere ek bir kontrol mekanizmas: saglamak amaciyla 6nerilmistir.

Esben POULSSON, “ICS'nin 2020'de tam uygulamaya yonelik taahhiidii, ICS'nin son zamanlarda
armatorlere duyurdugu ve MEPC'de belirlenen ve memnuniyetle karsilanan “uyum hazirlig ile ilgili rehber”
tarafindan kanulanmustir. Bu biiyiik degisikligi goz oniinde bulundurdugumuzda, 1 Ocak 2020'den hemen énce
ve sonra bazi problemler yasanacaktir. ICS ddhil olmak iizere bir¢ok sektor kurulus, yakitlarin
kullanilabilirligi, giivenligi ve yeni yakitlarin uyumlulugu ile ilgili yasal kaygilar yasamigtir. Fakat gemi
sahipleri iyi bir durus sergileyip, IMO'nun su anda benimsedigi sablona ait uygulama plamm takip etmek igin
miimkiin olan her seyi yapabildikleri takdirde, giivenli ve uyumlu yakitlarin mevcut olmadigi durumlarda,
anlayisin hakim olacagini umuyoruz.” demistir.

ICS, ontimiizdeki déonemlerde MEPC'de ve Deniz Giivenlik Komitesi’nde IMO tarafindan acil olarak ele
alinmasi gereken ¢ok sayida sorunun oldugunu bildirmistir. Bu raporda, denizcilik sekt6riiniin yakit kalitesini
daha iyi bir sekilde uygulamasi i¢in hiikiimetlere ¢agri gonderilmistir. Denizcilik sirketleri, 2019 yilinin
ortasindan itibaren yeni karigimlar dahil olmak iizere, uyumlu yakitlari siparis etmeye baglamak zorunda
kalacaklardir.

Sn. POULSSON, “dncak ICS, kiikiirt vist limiti kurali degisikliginin kiy: yerlegim bolgelerine gergek saglik ve
cevresel faydalar saglayan biiyiik bir bagar: olacagina inaniyor” demistir.

ICS WELCOMES IMO PROGRESS ON ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES AND
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ICS WELCOMES IMO PROGRESS ON ENVIRONMENTAL ISSUES AND
CONSTRUCTIVE ROLE OF CHINA IN GHG DEBATE

At the conclusion of this week’s critical meeting of the IMO Marine Environment
Protection Committee (MEPC), ICS has welcomed the significant progress made on
some key environmental issues.

Action Plan for GHG reduction
ICS Chairman, Esben Poulsson commented

“While attention was rightly focused on preparations for the 2020 sulphur cap, IMO
also made very good progress towards implementing the ambitious GHG reduction
strategy agreed in April, adopting an Action Plan for the development of short term
measures that will deliver additional CO2 reductions before 2023 plus longer term
measures that will eventually achieve full decarbonisation of international shipping.”

ICS is particularly pleased that IMO Member State have not sought to reopen the
historic agreement or the CO2 reduction targets previously agreed and that
governments, in partnership with industry, are totally committed to making the GHG
strategy a success.

“We were very pleased by the constructive role taken by China whose proposals for
organising future work formed a key part of the agreed IMO Action Plan” said Esben
Poulsson.

While no concrete decisions were taken on specific new CO2 reduction measures,
ICS notes broad support for the industry’s proposals for mandatory auditing of Ship
Energy Efficiency Management Plans — the ‘Super SEEMP’ — and further
improvements to the Energy Efficiency Design Index for future ships. Both are
measures which ICS says can be adopted very quickly.

ICS says there is growing understanding amongst Member States about the serious
problems associated with ideas such as publishing mandatory operational efficiency
indicators or adopting mandatory speed limits (as opposed to speed optimisation
measures) due to the potential for seriously distorting shipping markets and
disrupting the efficiency of global trade. However, discussions on these ideas will
continue at IMO next year.

Mr Poulsson added: “With the Action Plan agreed by IMO this week, the way is now
clear to make detailed proposals for specific CO2 reduction measures at the next
MEPC in May. In co-operation with other industry associations ICS intends to come
forward with detailed ideas, potentially including new and innovative measures for
long term COz2 reduction and the development of zero CO- fuels.”

2020 Global Sulphur Cap

ICS welcomes the adoption by IMO this week of guidelines on implementation of the
global 0.5% sulphur in fuel cap, which takes effects on 1 January 2020, including a
template for implementation planning as requested by the industry. ICS also
welcomes confirmation of the carriage ban of non-compliant fuel which will take



effect on 1 March 2020, which was also proposed by the industry in order to give
governments an additional tool to ensure a level playing field.

“The commitment of ICS to full implementation in 2020 is demonstrated by the
guidance on preparing for compliance which ICS recently distributed to shipowners
which we tabled at the MEPC this week and was well received” said Esben
Poulsson.

“In view of the enormity of this major change it's likely there’ll be some teething
problems immediately before and after 1 January 2020. Many industry associations,
including ICS, have raised legitimate concerns about fuel availability, safety and
compatibility of new fuels — a particular problem for those in the tramp trades. But if
shipowners can demonstrate in good faith that they've done everything possible to
follow an implementation plan - in line with the template IMO has now adopted — we
hope that common sense will prevail in the event that safe and compliant fuels are
not immediately available everywhere.”

ICS says there are still numerous complex issues that need addressing urgently by
IMO, both at the MEPC next May and by the Maritime Safety Committee in
December — to which the industry has already submitted a detailed paper calling on
governments to better enforce fuel quality, especially as shipping companies will
have to start ordering compliant fuels, including new blends, from the middle of next
year.

“But ICS is confident the sulphur cap will ultimately be a great success bringing real
health and environmental benefits to coastal populations which is what this major
regulatory change is all about” insisted Mr Poulsson.
