ITF Denizciler Vakfi’'nin 6nceki baskani Tom Holmer, Roy Paul’dan MPHRP program
yoneticiligi gérevini devraldi. Holmer, ISWAN’a katilmaya karar vermelerinde ISWAN’1n
yardim kurumu statiisiinde olmasinin kismen etkili oldugunu, bunun MPHRP’ye fonlarin

artirmasi i¢in katkisi olacagina inandigini belirtti.

Holmer, kuruldugu zamandan bu yana MPHRP’nin Denizciler Vakfi’nin sagladig1 gelirle
faaliyetlerini siirdiirdiigiinti ve Vakif’tan fonun uzatilmasin talep ettiklerini de sozlerine ekledi.
“MPHRP son birka¢ yildir ger¢ek anlamda Denizciler Vakfi, Birlesik Krallik Denizciler

Toplulugu (Seafarers’ UK) ve Teekay Vakfi’nin kaynaklariyla varligini siirdiirtiyor.”

Su anda Denizciler Vakfi’min basinda, MPHRP egitim programlarina kaynak saglamaya

yOnelik ¢cabalariyla dnemli bir isim haline gelen Teekay Vakfi’nin eski baskani bulunmaktadir.

ITF Denizciler Bélumii'niin sekreteri Jon Whitlow gegtigimiz giinlerde MPHRP’ye ayrilan
kaynaklarin artirilabilecegi imasinda bulundu: “ITF, sektordeki diger calisma ortaklariyla
birlikte, denizciler ve aileleri tiizerinde ciddi yikimlar yaratan etkilere sahip deniz

MPHRP, Clipper’in eski yoneticisi Per Gullestrup’in baskanligindaki ISWAN’n iginden de
destek goriiyor. Clipper sirketinin gemilerinden biri miirettebatiyla birlikte rehin alindiginda ve
Somali’yle ilgili sorunlar zirveye ulastiginda, Gullestrup deniz haydutluguna karsi verilen
miicadelede sektoriin bilinen isimlerinden biri olmustur. Ote yandan, Somali aciklarindaki
gemilerde silahli korumalarin bulundurulmaya baslanmasindan sonra, sorun biiyiik oranda

ortadan kalkt.
DENIZ HAYDUTLUGUNUN YUZU DEGIiSiYOR

Holmer, haydutlugun degisen yiiztinii dikkate alarak MPHRP’nin de buna gore hareket etmesi
gerektigi ve deniz haydutlugu faaliyetlerinin azalmasindan sonra “Somali’deki sikintilarin artik

mansetleri stislemedigi” konusunda hemfikir.

Fakat orgiitiin gorevini tamamladigin1 kabul etmeyi reddediyor ve 2008’den beri deniz
haydutlugu faaliyetlerinin magduru olmus ve halen ilgiye ihtiyag duyan 4000 denizci
bulunduguna dikkat ¢ekiyor. MPHRP’nin hélihazirda devam eden birgok projesi oldugunu da
sozlerine ekliyor. “Chirag ile konustugunuzda [Chirag Bahri, Somalili haydutlarin kagirdig:
denizciler arasindaydi. Bugtinlerde haydutlarin elinde magdur olan kisilerle birlikte calisiyor],
onun Somali magdurlartyla iletisim iginde oldugunu ve bu magdurlarin halen yasadiklarinin

etkisinden kurtulamadigim diistindiigiinii anliyorsunuz.”

Holmer sozlerine s6yle devam ediyor: “MPHRP nin kurulus amaci, deniz haydutlugunun uzun
vadede yarattig1 etkiler ve insanlara 6dettigi bedellerle ilgilenmekti. Burada yapacagimiz halen

cok fazla is var.”

Son zamanlarda Gine Korfezi’'nde artis gosteren deniz haydutlugu faaliyetlerinin denizciler
lizerinde sarsic1 etkiler yarattigini belirten Holmer, MPHRP’nin bu tiir travmalar hakkinda
sahip oldugu uzmanlik bilgisinin Gine Korfezi’ndeki olaylarda kullamlabilecegine dikkat

cekiyor.

Denizciler uzun siire rehin tutulmamalarina ragmen yasadiklar1 siddet ve travma muazzam

boyuttadir.

MPHRP’nin y6netim kurulu tiyeleri arasinda yer alan Uluslararas1 Deniz Ticaret Odas1 (The
International Chamber of Shipping — ICS) Genel Sekreteri Peter Hinchliffe, “Ticaret gemilerine
ve denizcilere yonelik saldirilar halen yasaniyor ve biz de MPHRP olarak saldiriya ugradiklari
takdirde denizcileri desteklemek ve yiiksek risk tasiyan alanlardan gegislerde gerekli

hazirliklar1 yapmak i¢in onlarin yaninda olmaliyiz,” diyor.

boost fund-raising
Seafarer welfare group set up to help the victims

of Somali piracy gets new start as a charitable
organisation and seeks new finance sources

The Maritime Piracy Humanitari-
an Response Programme (MPHRP)
has joined up with the Interna-
tional Seafarer’s Welfare and As-
sistance Network (ISWAN) as it
adjusts to the changing face of in-
ternational piracy.

~The move also comes as
MPHRP’s three-year funding from
the International Transport Work-
ers’ Federation (ITF) Seafarers’
Trust comes to an end and the or-
ganisation sets out to expand its
revenue sources from its base in
Croydon, South London.

Former ITF Seafarers’ Trust head
Tom Holmer has taken over from
Roy Paul as MPHRP. programme
manager. He says the decision to
join ISWAN was partly prompted
by the chance to take advantage of
its charitable status,something he
believes will assist MPHRP fund-
raising activities.

He says the MPHRP has asked
the Seafarer’s Trust to extend
its funding, having relied on the
revenue since it was first estab-
lished. “Over the past few years,
the Seafarers’ Trust, Seafarers’ UK
and the Teekay Foundation have
really kept the MPHRP going,” he
explained.

The Seafarer’s Trust is now
headed by former Teekay Founda-
tion chief Kimberly Karlshoej,who
was a central figure for securing
finance for the MPHRP training
schemes.

ITFE Seafarers’ Section secretary
Jon Whitlow recently hinted at

- further funding for MPHRP. “The
- ITE will play its role,with other in-

dustry partners, to ensure that pi-
racy, with its devastating effect on
seafarers and their families, is not
forgotten about,” he said.

The MPHRP has support from
within ISWAN, which is itself
headed by former Clipper execu-
tive Per Gullestrup. He became an
industry figure heading the fight
against piracy at the height of the
Somali problems after one of the
company’s ships and crew was
taken hostage.

- But since the use of armed

_guards onboard ships became es-

tablished off Somalia, the problem
has largely disappeared.

‘CHANGING FACE OF PIRACY’
Holmer admits that the organi-
sation has had to adjust to the
changing face of piracy and that
with the decline of Somali piracy
it is “no longer the headline grab-
ber it once was”.

But he refuses to accept that the
organisation’s work is done and
he points out that 4,000 seafarers
have been victims of piracy since
2008, many of whom still require
care. The MPHRP, he points out,
still has plenty of ongoing projects.
“If you speak to Chirag [Chirag
Bahri, a former hostage to Somal-
ian pirates who now works with
the victims of piracy], he has kept
in contact with the victims of [So-
mali] piracy and finds that they are

~ still affected by it,” he said.

“The purpose of the MPHRP
when it was first set up was to look

at the long-term effects and per-
sonal costs of piracy and we still
have a lot of work to do here.”
Holmer also points to the trau-
matic effect that the recent in-
crease in piracy in the Gulf of
Guinea is having on seafarers and

‘as an area where MPHRP special-

ist knowledge on trauma care can
come into play.

Although seafarers are not held
hostage for a prolonged period,
they still suffer considerable vio-
lence and trauma.

The International Chamber of
Shipping (ICS)’s Peter Hinchliffe,
who is also a board member of
the MPHRP, said: “Attacks on mer-
chant ships and seafarers are still
happening and we must ensure
that the MPHRP is there to sup-
port seafarers if they are attacked
and to prepare them for passages
through high-risk areas.” -

Holmer also points out that
although instances of piracy off
Somalia have fallen dramatically
there are between 30 and 60 hos-
tages still being held in the coun-
try that will require long-term
care and assistance after they have
been set free.

The MPHRP operates a 24-hour,
seven-days-a-week help line for
seafarers traumatised by piracy
and runs training courses to help
seafarers prepare and prevent con-
tact with pirates, as well as how to
deal with captivity..

The MPHRP is chaired by former
Shell shipping executive and In-
tertanko secretary-general Peter
Swift.
